Education and Professional Registration:

Ms. Aleta Greenspan is a 1973 honor graduate from Judson College, Marion, Alabama where she received her B.A degree in interior design.  She is a registered interior designer in the States of Alabama (#17) and Florida (#ID-0003817). She is National Council for Interior Design Qualification (NCIDQ) Certified (#4026).

Membership and Participation in Professional Societies:

She has participated in professional organizations throughout her career.  Before entering federal service she was an active member of the American Society of Interior Designers. Upon becoming a federal employee, she joined the Council of Federal Interior Designers (CFID) where she served as their national president.  After CFID merged with IIDA, her peers recognized her internationally for her years of volunteer service to the profession by electing her to the IIDA College of Fellows. She has served as the state of Alabama delegate to the international board of NCIDQ where she was elected NCIDQ Director of Finance.  During their annual awards dinner in 2001, the Mobile Area YMCA recognized her as a "Woman of Achievement".

Current Duties:

Ms. Greenspan is the senior interior designer responsible for Structural and Comprehensive Interior Designs (SID/CID) that are part of the Mobile District's $650 million military and SFO programs.  These projects encompass the District's AOR spanning from South America through the Southeastern United States.  Her assignments are very diverse and her duties range from technical designer, advisor, reviewer, facilitator and technical lead on Source Selection and Evaluation Boards (SEEB).  She facilitates the procurement of million dollar CID packages installed on both CONUS and OCONUS projects.  Her customers include in-house divisions of Real Estate, Contracting, Construction, Logistics, Office of Counsel and Project Management.  In addition she has responsibilities to the District's customers including Defense Intelligence Agency (DIA), FBI, U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA), U.S. Immigration and Nationalization Services (INS) and Major Commands in the U.S. Army, U.S. Air Force, and U.S. Navy.  She also advises other South Atlantic Division (SAD) activities, HQ USACE Logistics Management (LM), HQ USACE Engineering and the Army Assistant Chief of Staff for Installation Management (ACSIM).

Job Progression:

Ms. Greenspan has been a practicing designer for 29 years, having owned her own business for 10 years that included both residential and commercial clients.  In 1988, Ms. Greenspan was the first GS-1008 Interior Designer hired by the Mobile District.  She was the first in the South Atlantic Division as well.  As a GS-11 interior designer her initial duty was to define and then build the District's interior design program to support the military and civil works design and construction activities.  During her first year she developed a 30-page "Interior Design Presentation Format" document to standardize SID/CID submittals.  Later this format was incorporated into the District's Design Manual as "Chapter 10 Interior Design" and was adopted by the U.S. Air Force as their standard submittal requirements for all Commands. She is still responsible for updating the Design Manual.   In 1992, Ms. Greenspan was promoted to a GS-1008-12 Interior Designer. As was her original task she continues to be the voice of Mobile Districts' Interior Design Program.  She is known nation-wide, in the Interior Design profession, for her knowledge and skill to successfully connect the built and furnished environment to the facility occupants and their mission.
