In-house design responsibilities include project programming, concept development, “charrettes”, working construction documents and editing and writing project specifications.  Mr. Nohr has worked on a wide variety of project types, which include; residential, commercial, industrial, historical, military, and civil works type facilities.  Typically, Mr. Nohr is responsible for design development of approximately $30-50 million dollars worth of facility construction in a year.

The following four projects exemplify Mr. Nohr’s ability to skillfully develop complex design projects and work with design participants to successful project completions. 

Recently, Mr. Nohr completed a Museum/Interpretive Center located at Ft. Peck, Montana and another Interpretive Center at Ponca State Park, Nebraska.  These projects were particularly difficult due to unique building types, the large numbers of agencies involved, and public/congressional involvement.  Mr. Nohr coordinate well with the various agencies from each state, the National Park Service, U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service, and a large number of public entities where managing expectations and careful public interaction was critical for the successful development of these projects.  The appropriate construction cost for each of these facilities was $6 million.  

For the past 7 years, Mr. Nohr has been working with the Air Force in programming facilities for  the Space Based Infrared Satellite-Mission Control Station program  and completing several facility designs.  This program supports the Air Force’s latest state of the art satellite equipment technology for worldwide surveillance.  Three specific projects which exemplifies Mr. Nohr’s design and coordination ability in this program are the Space Based Infrared Satellite-Mission Control Station at Buckley AFB, CO, a significant Addition and Alteration (ADAL) to the same facility, and the Back-up Facility at Schriever AFB, Colorado.  From 1995 to 1998, Mr. Nohr’s involvement in this program was as a Project-Technical Manager.  Since 1998, Mr. Nohr has worked as the Project Architect on the Back-up, the ADAL project, and several other support and training facilities.  These types of facilities are highly complex with technical design and security requirements.  In addition, these projects required careful coordination with various system integration contractors throughout the design.  Because of Mr. Nohr’s continued involvement in this program, the Air Force has made the Omaha District the primary design center for their Spaced Infrared Satellite program facilities.
