Education and Professional Registration
Mr. Pope holds a Bachelor of Landscape Architecture degree from the School of Design, North Carolina State University and is a registered landscape architect in the State of North Carolina with license no. 0271. He has additional technical training from Southeast College of Technology, Mobile, Alabama.

Current Duties

As Regional Landscape Architect, Mr. Pope works independently in providing total landscape architectural and site design support to the natural resources program of river and lake projects in western-central Alabama and eastern Mississippi. He designs campgrounds, day-use parks, beaches, play grounds, other recreational facilities, landscape structures and small buildings. He prepares working drawings including geometric road layouts, grading plans, site layouts, construction details, and landscape planting plans along with their required technical specifications. Mr. Pope provides quality assurance during site construction; reviews plans and specifications submitted by others for technical competence; and coordinates cultural resources and environmental compliances of designed facilities.

Job Progression

Mr. Pope came to the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, Mobile District in 1978 from a private practice that included commercial, institutional, governmental and private clients. As a GS-11 Landscape Architect in Planning Division, he assisted with civil works master plans, and prepared landscape plans and specifications. In 1984 he was promoted to GS-12 Senior Landscape Architectural Specialist. While in this position he was a master planning team leader. He also prepared site designs, construction drawings, planting plans, and technical specifications for recreation projects and administrative facilities. To support others, his work often overlapped into other design fields including architecture, interior design and interpretive exhibit design. During this period his work received two Honorable Mentions in the Chief of Engineers Design and Environmental Award Program. After a temporary assignment as GM-13 Supervisory Landscape Architect over a professional staff involved in civil works master planning and cultural resources compliance, he was assigned as GS-12 Landscape Architect-Study Manager in 1991. Here he managed multi-disciplined teams preparing recreational master plans for water resource projects. His duties required developing plans of study, manpower projections and cost estimates. In addition to this responsibility, Mr. Pope individually prepared historic landscape assessments; developed land use plans; and designed interpretive exhibits and coordinated their production. As technical manager for these contracts, he prepared scopes of work, developed technical specifications, led contractor selection team, and conducted technical reviews. He also assisted Engineering Division in preparing site designs, construction drawings, planting plans, and technical specifications for both civil works and military projects. In 1998 Mr. Pope assumed his current position in Operations Division as Regional Landscape Architect.
